 Participants need not be Farm 

Bureau members. 

Contest: 

 Speech must be not less than 

five (5) minutes or more than 

eight (8) minutes in length. 

 Notes are permissible. 

 Reading scripts is NOT allowed. 

 Contestants will furnish copies 

of the speech. 

 There will be a 1st & 2nd place 

winner. 

Finals: 

 County and District Contests will be 

January 24, 7 pm at the Canyon County 

office located at 4122 E. Cleveland, 

Caldwell 

 District winners will compete February 

4, 2008 in Boise beginning at 10am.   

 Should the first place winner be unable 

to participate, the second place winner 

will then represent the district at the 

finals. 

 Allowances will be given by the State 

and District Womenõs Committee for 

travel, hotel and meal expense for dis-

trict participants while attending the   

finals in Boise. 

 Should there be a second representa-

tive from the district, no allowance will 

be given.  It will be the responsibility 

of the County to provide for the con-

testant.
